
Vice President of European
Parliament Receives Cuban
Medal

Havana, April 24 (RHC) – In Havana on Wednesday, Miguel Angel Martinez, Vice President of the
European Parliament, received the Friendship Medal given by the Cuban Council of State to international
personalities with a active solidarity stance towards the country.
