Cienfuegos, July 26 (RHC) Members of the 32nd Pastors for Peace Caravan, the Juan Rius Rivera and
Venceremos Brigades and the Socialism and Liberation Party accompanied the Cuban people this
Tuesday on National Rebellion Day.

The province of Cienfuegos hosted the 69th anniversary of the Assaults on the Moncada and Carlos
