Havana, Sept 20 (RHC) Nicaraguan Defense Minister Rosa Adelina Barahona Castro paid tribute to
independence hero Antonio Maceo at the beginning of her visit to Cuba.

The official reception ceremony held the day before at EI Cacahual, in southern Havana, was presided over
by Army Corps General Joaguin Quintas Sold, deputy minister of the Revolutionary Armed Forces (FAR),
and other chiefs of that institution, national television reported.
