The victory puts the match three wins to two in favor of the Astros, who will now look for the definitive
victory in the remaining two games, while the Phillies need to win two in a row to be crowned.

The sixth game will take place this Saturday at the Space City for which pitchers Framber Valdez (Astros)
and Zack Wheeler (Phillies) have been announced, a duel that was seen in game two of this instance and
where Houston won with a 5-2 score.

If the Astros win, they would win their second title in the last five years, while Philadelphia seeks to repeat
the title it last won in 2008.
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
