Cuba’'s deputy foreign minister
meets with Botswana authorities
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Cuba and Botswana express will to develop parliamentary exchanges

Havana, March 29 (RHC) Elio Rodriguez Perdomo, Cuba's Deputy Minister of Foreign Affairs, met
this Wednesday with government authorities and representatives of the social sectors of Botswana,
as reported on Twitter.
