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Havana, April 24 (RHC) The Cuban ambassador to Pakistan, Zenér Caro, held a meeting today
with professors and students of the School of Sociology of the Quaid-i-Azam University.

In a publication on social networks, Caro described the exchange as excellent and a pleasant
conversation, with dozens of deep and intelligent questions about Cuba, Pakistan, history,
sociology, economics and international relations.
