Las Tunas relied on the power of its sluggers, who hit three home runs, thanks to the swings of Rafael
Vifales, Denis Pefia and Roberto Baldoquin, the latter being the best hitter of the team by going 5-4 in the

game, with four RBIs and three runs scored.

Ninth win of the season for Rubén Rodriguez and tenth save for closer Alberto Pablo Civil, the only one of
the 13 participating pitchers capable of working solidly: 2.2 spotless innings with three strikeouts.
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
