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Havana, September 19 (RHC) Cuba and Seychelles reinforced ties of cooperation this Wednesday
in Havana, with the signing of an agreement and two memorandums of understanding between
institutions of both countries.

Bruno Rodriguez Parrilla, Cuban Minister of Foreign Affairs, and Sylvestre Radegonde, head of
