
First Vice President Miguel Díaz-
Canel Calls for Better Food
Distribution

Sancti Spíritus, January 7 (RHC)-- Cuba's First Vice President Miguel Díaz-Canel has issued a call to link
agricultural production with proper distribution as a means to counter the current high prices in the sector.

Díaz-Canel visited central Sancti Spiritus province, where he toured agricultural farms. “It is not enough to
produce more,” the Cuban vice president said during a meeting with workers of the Niceto Pérez
Cooperative of Credits and Services (CCS), in Cabaiguán municipality.
