
Venezuelan Vice President Calls
for Boosting of New Economic-
Productive Model

Caracas, February 22 (RHC)-- Venezuelan Vice President Aristóbulo Istúriz called on the people to boost
the new economic and productive program to help develop the model of social justice under construction
since 1999.

In meeting with members of the Presidential Community Council in Miranda State, Istúriz highlighted that
with the oil price dive, the oil-profit model has crumbled, so it is the people's duty to introduce a productive
model able to fight off the non conventional economic war the right-wing promotes.
